General Info:

As stated in Government Regulation Number 22 of 2023, the government has determined the amount of fees that must be paid to take part in UKBI for students, the general public and foreign nationals (WNA).

Especially for Indonesian citizens, the general public category will be charged IDR 300,000, students IDR 100,000, and students will not be charged a penny. Meanwhile, foreign citizens in the general public category will be charged IDR 1,000,000, college students IDR 500,000, and students IDR 250,000.
UKBI Final Score Category

The test participants' final UKBI results are categorized into seven score ranges, including the following.
1. Istimewa (725-800)

This predicate shows that communication skills using Indonesian both orally and in writing are at a perfect level. This means that participants did not experience any problems.
2. Sangat Unggul (641-742)

This predicate shows that communication skills using Indonesian both orally and in writing are at a very high level. This means that participants do not experience problems in communicating for professional and social purposes, but still have problems for complex academic purposes.
3. Unggul (578-640)

This predicate shows that communication skills using Indonesian both orally and in writing are at a very adequate level. This means that participants do not experience obstacles in communicating for professional and social purposes.
4. Madya (428-577)

This predicate shows that communication skills using Indonesian both orally and in writing are at an adequate level. This means that participants do not experience communication problems in the social realm, but still have problems in the complex professional realm.

5. Sempurna (405-481)

This predicate shows that communication skills using Indonesian both orally and in writing are at a sufficient level. This means that participants are very constrained in communicating for scientific purposes, but do not experience obstacles in the realm of simple professions.
6. Marginal (326-404)

This predicate indicates that communication skills using Indonesian both orally and in writing are at an inadequate level. This means that participants do not experience problems in communicating for simple social purposes, so that participants are not considered adequate in communicating in the professional or scientific realm.
7. Terbatas (250-325)
This predicate shows that communication skills using Indonesian both orally and in writing are at a very inadequate level. This means that participants are only able to communicate briefly.
